3.  A 9 am to 9 pm Real Life Saturday-  
an intensive discipleship follow-up  
process 

4.  A transference of new believers to 
area churches and youth ministries 

 

     THIS IS A PROGRAM THAT IS 
WORKING! Middle and High School stu-
dents are coming to Christ, partner ministries 
are being strengthened; and new campus stu-
dent groups are being launched.  And, reports 
from the ASAP program say that 90 – 95% of 
students (on average) who respond to

· Nearly 30,000 students have attended 
· Over 5500 attend evening Comeback to 
hear the Gospel with an invite to Christ  
· 593  recorded decisions for Christ
